
had done.  To his horror he 

noticed that the first angels 

couldnõt keep up.  They   

didnõt have enough material.  

Suddenly, the scales began 

to tip,  causing the priest to 

scream, òO Lord, have mercy 

on me!ó 

At that moment he heard the 

sound of three blood-stained 

nails hitting the good side of 

the scales.  They didnõt look 

that heavy.  After all, how 

much could three nails 

weigh? But as the man 

watched, no matter what the 

demons added, the nails 

pegged the good side of the 

scales to the floor. 

Thatõs more than a dream for 

every Christian.  Thereõs no 

worry and no wound that  

can erase His grace.   

No wonder the Psalmist says:  

I sought the Lord, and He 

heard me, and delivered me 

from all my fears.  They 

looked to Him and were radi-

ant, and their faces were not 

ashamed.  This poor man 

cried out, and the Lord heard 

him, and saved him out of all 

his troubles.  The angel of the 

Lord encamps all around 

those who fear Him, and de-

livers them.  Oh, taste and see 

that the Lord is good; Blessed 

is the man [or woman] who 

trusts in Him! 

Shortly after the first Palm Sun-

day the Apostle John tells us 

that some Greeks came to 

Philip asking to see Jesus.  The 

old King James Version says 

òThey said to him, ôSir, we would 

see Jesus.õó  WE WOULD SEE 

JESUS!  Isnõt that exactly what 

every one of us desires?  The 

good news of the Gospel is 

that every disciple will.  What 

a day that will be! 

And yet, in part, thatõs what we 

have been doing every Sunday 

morning this winter.  Weõve 

been looking into the Old Tes-

tament to see vivid portraits of 

Jesus Christ.  How remarkable 

to think that from the story of 

creation to the last prophetña 

book written by various hands 

over a 1500-year periodñ

should, from start to finish, con-

centrate on a SINGLE POINT - 

the person and work of our 

blessed Redeemer.  Beneath 

the historical weõve discerned 

the spiritual, behind the inci-

dental weõve beheld the type, 

underneath human biographies 

weõve seen the form of Christñ

and on every page weõve wit-

nessed the òwatermarkó of 

heaven, Jesus our Lord! 

But what is the point of the sin-

gle point?  In a wordñGRACE.  

It is the unmerited favor of 

God, the Father, who appoints 

grace unto us; God, the Son, 

who accomplishes all that is 

necessary for us to receive 

grace; and God, the Holy 

Spirit, who applies grace to 

our lives.  And only One of 

them, the Holy Spirit, has not 

finished His work.  Luther 

spoke of the ongoing work of 

the Spirit when he said, òWe 

must beat grace into our 

headséWe must preach the 

Gospel to ourselves lest we 

grow discouraged.ó  May I 

dare add to Lutherõs wordsñ 

Lest we grow anxious.  Lest 

we grow self-condemning, 

depressed, isolated, bur-

dened down, and bound with 

worry and pain. 

One time a priest had a 

dream in which he was called 

before the judgment seat of 

God.  He expected a big 

book and a big God reading 

from it.  Instead he saw a 

gigantic set of scales.  On one 

side there were angels piling 

up the good he had done.  

On the other side there were 

demons piling up the bad he

Fifty years ago in the heat 

of the summertime a minister 

and his family were driving 

from Beaumont, Texas to 

Dallas when they passed a 

large sign on the highway 

that read:  òGo and worship 

God in the church of your 

choice this Sunday.ó 

 

They pulled up to a nearby 

red light and they heard a 

child in a neighboring car 

ask,  òDaddy, what does 

worship mean?ó  Instantly 

the father replied, òIt means 

walking into a church, sitting 

down and listening to a man 

talk for a long time.ó  Sadly, 

for many, thatõs exactly 

what worship is. 

 

For others, their understand-

ing of worship is expressed 

in the words: òI enjoy the 

praise and worship.ó (By 

that they mean the music.)  

For others, their familiarity 

with worship is reflected in 

the words, òI enjoy this 

style of worship and not 

that kind.  I get more out of 

it.ó  Whether itõs spectating, 

enjoying, or the reception 

of good vibes, for many, 

worship has been reduced 

to òwhatõs in it for me.ó 

 

Five hundred years ago 

worship was better under-

stood than that.  The word, 

òworshipó was pronounced 

òworth-ship.ó  It meant the 

appreciation and acknowl-

edgement of the worth that 

is in God. 

 

Itõs that understanding of 

worship that characterizes 

heaven.  The Bible says, 

òAll the angels were standing 

around the throne of God 

and around the elders and 

the four living creatures.  

They fell down on their faces 

before the throne and wor-

shiped God saying, ôBlessing, 

and glory, and wisdom, and 

thanksgiving, and honor, and 

power and might, be unto our 

God forever and ever.õó  

Now that should move us be-

cause, after all, heavenõs 

been at it for longer and 

more deeply than any of us. 

 

For eight weeks, beginning 

Sunday April 25, our focus 

will be on worship.  The heart  

of our study will be the two 

essentials set forth in Scrip-

ture:  the worth of God and 

the attitude of our heart.  

Make every effort to be with 

us as we dig into Godõs 

Word.

She reminded 

them that at this time in their 

lives they need to be prepar-

ing, rather than moving too 

fast. They need to look deep 

inside themselves and deal 

with their issues in order to get 

ready for adult responsibili-

ties. Just because they've had 

a baby doesnõt mean that itõs 

too late to prepare for adult-

hood. 

 

We are having great atten-

dance at our YoungLives Bible 

studies, and obviously the girls 

are being challenged to grow 

spiritually and naturally.
